APRIL MEETING MINUTES

newsletter.  
 
We had a guest at the April meeting – Mike 
Dismer recently moved here and he has an 
American Water Spaniel. He will be attending our 
training group and possibly joining the club.

President’s Report – Starting July 1 any non-profit 
organization that wants to serve food in Manitowoc 
county has to have a food permit. If someone from 
the club attends a food safety training class, which 
is 1 ½ hours long, then the permit is only $10 for up 
to 3 days a year. If we don’t send someone to the 
class the permit is $60 per year. The class is about 
monitoring the temperature of food, making sure 
safe preparation methods are used, etc..  There is no 
charge to attend the class. Since we are contracting 
Karen to do the club, it was agreed Karen would 
attend the class. Keith Keisow also mentioned that 
if you have six judging points and taken 2 seminars 
you are required to take the written test instead of 
attending a seminar. If you then judge at least once 
in four years you don’t have to re-take the test. 
 
Treasurer’s Report – We have $1257 in checking 
and $2897 in savings. We really need to have 
receipts for disbursements, in addition expenses 
should not be paid second hand if possible (i.e. 
submit an invoice to Judy for something and she 
will pay the company directly, instead of paying for 
it yourself and have Judy reimburse you). It looks 
better on the club books if checks are not all made 
out to club members, if possible. We also had a 
member pay dues with an NSF check, which cost 
the club a $10 fee. We have to watch expenses 
closely as we will have to pay MCKC before next 
June. 
 
Secretary’s Report – We really need the judges for 
the June Hunt Test. Without judges the event 

cannot be approved by AKC, and we cannot send 
out premiums. 
 
Sanction Trial –Seemed to run smoothly this year. 
 
Hunt Test – Ducks have been ordered, they are $8 
plus a $50 delivery charge. Jerry Day now has safe 
poppers available, they have no wad. Dave Juedes 
will check on prices. We have plenty of live shells. 
We talked about what the cutoff would be to having 
just one set of judges for the Master and the Junior. 
Hopefully there will be enough entries that we 
won’t need to. 
 
Bumpers – Tom Heidl is going to order bumpers, if 
anyone is interested in ordering some to get the 
bulk discount let him know. 
 
Shirts – The subject was brought up of ordering 
new shirts to sell. It was decided to sell the shirts 
we already have before ordering any more. 
 
By-Laws – The bylaws are now posted on the 
IVRC website. Any changes we make will need to 
be approved by AKC. 
 
Old Business – We need leg stabilizers on some of 
the wingers. The #8 winger is not in the barn and it 
should be.
